You may recall that I mentioned that the Great Slave Helicopter pilot (Pierre, a new pilot, and so unfamiliar with NWT obligations), 
partially used a drum of Jet-B from the fuel berm during the visit of 29 June 2010 and did not roll the drum back into the berm.  This has 
now been done, thanks to a contract Arctic Sunwest pilot, Dave Crerar, who flew to site to have a look at the bermed fuel cache to see 
if he wanted any of the fuel for his own personal use. Dave confirmed for me around noon today that he rolled the Jet-B drum into the 
berm whilst on site on 11 July 2010 (yesterday). 
 
Peregrine is considering allowing a third party to remove fuel, to lessen Peregrine’s liability for the DO-27 fuel berm. You shall be kept 
apprised of the outcome.  I also arranged for you to receive a CD with my photos from the 29 June visit; please let me know if you 
received these.
