LOCATION AND AREA

The Permittee shall not conduct this land use operation on any
lands not designated in the accepted application, unless otherwise
authorized in writing by the Engineer.

The Permittee shall not conduct any part of the land use operation
within three hundred (300) metres of any privately owned land or
structure, unless otherwise authorized in writing by the Engineer.

@ The Permittee shall offset vehicle travel in areas without
asnow covered surface.

(b) The Permittee shall confine the line to a maximum width of
ten (10) metres, unless otherwise authorized in writing by
alLand Use Inspector.

The Permittee shall not construct parallel lines or roads unless
authorized by the Engineer.

The Permittee shall not construct an adit or drillsite within fifty
(50) metres of the normal high water mark of a stream,
unless approval in writing is obtained from the Engineer.

The Permittee shall locate all lines, trails and rights-of-way to be
constructed parallel to streams a minimum of thirty (30) metres
from any stream except at crossings, unless otherwise authorized in
writing by aLand Use Inspector.

The Permittee shall at all times conform to all applicable Federal, Territorial
Or Local regulations, ordinances or bylaws

The Permittee's Field Supervisor shall contact or meet with a
Land Use Inspector at the Inuvik office of the Department

of Indian Affairs and Northern Development, telephone number
(867) 777-3361, at |least forty-eight (48) hours prior to the
commencement of this land use operation.

The Permittee shall advise aLand Use Inspector at least ten (10)
days prior to the completion of the land use operation of (a) his
plan for removal or storage of equipment and materials, and (b)
when fina clean-up and restoration of the land used will be
completed.

The Permittee shall submit a progress report to the BOARD
every seven (7) days during thisland use operation.
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The Permittee shall notify aLand Use Inspector at |east ten (10)
days prior to backfilling any sump.

The Permittee shall not conduct any overland movement of

The Permittee shall restore all sumps prior to spring break-up,
unless otherwise authorized in writing by aLand Use Inspector.

The BOARD reserves the right to impose closure of any areato

EQUIPMENT

The Permittee shall not use any equipment except of the type,
size, and number that is listed in the accepted application,
unless otherwise authorized in writing by aLand Use Inspector.

The Permittee shall equip bulldozer blades used in this operation
with "mushroom" type shoes or a similar type of device which
shall be extended Twenty (20) centimetres below the cutting edge
of the blade.

METHODSAND TECHNIQUES

The Permittee shall scout proposed lines and routes to select the
best location for crossing streams and avoiding terrain obstacles
prior to the movement of any vehicle that exerts pressure on the
ground in excess of 35 kPa.

The Permittee shall construct and maintain winter roads with a

minimum of Twenty (20) centimetres packed snow at all times during
this land use operation. If this cannot be done, then the Permittee shall
construct Ice Roads in a manner approved by a Land Use Inspector.

The Permittee shall dogleg lines, trails and rights-of-way that
approach lakes, streams or public roads, as specified in writing by
alLand Use Inspector.

The Permittee shall not erect camps or store material on the
surface ice of streams.

TYPE, LOCATION, CAPACITY
AND OPERATION OF FACILITIES

The Permittee shall not locate any sump within one hundred (100)
metres of the normal high water mark of any stream.

The Permittee shall maintain all drill wastes at least 1.2 metres
below the lowest elevation of contiguous surrounding ground

The Permittee shall backfill and restore all sumps prior to the
expiry date of this Permit.
