To Whom it May Concern 

Bathurst Inlet Developments (BID) has held a Land Use pennit for its Treeline Lodge Camp at 
Matthews Lake, existing gravel roads, winter road access and fuel storage area, all located on Crown 
Land on the north shore of Matthews Lake (640 04' Nand 1110 09' W; see attached map) since 1993. 
The camp is a historic mine exploration camp built on four hectares of land on the north shore of 
Matthews Lake. There are approximately nine structures within the camp that include office, 
accommodation, kitchen, storage and maintenance/garage facilities all consisting of wood frame 
construction and some aluminum sided. The camp also maintains a fuel storage area. The camp's 
primary use is to support tourism and provide remote accommodations, office and staging functions 
for the exploration industry. BID also holds a Land Lease (NWT Lease # 76 D/3-6-2) with the 
Department of Indian and Northern Affairs (DIAND) for the purposes of a Commercial Outfitters 
Camp. 

The camp is supported by approximately 28 km of gravel road and track, a fuel storage area, and 
an esker airstrip that were all constructed to originally support the historic Salmita and Tundra Mine 
sites of which the later is still in an abandonment and restoration and/or care and maintenance phase 
under the direction of DIAND and Public Works and Government Services Canada (pWGSC). 
Maintenance of this camp allows for easy support to both DIAND and PWGSC during these phases 
of the mine plan. The land use permit also recognizes a small 0.5 ha parcel ofland adjacent to the 
airstrip to support a small camp should use of the airstrip increase and require support. Currently 
this camp site has no built or erected structures. 

The current renewal application for the Land Use penn it with the Mackenzie Valley Land and Water 
Board (MVL WB) is for a five year period, May 2002 to May 2007.
